






Electrolysis: “Rain” water is exposed to electricity using a Japanese electrolysis process. During the pro-
cess the water is split into acidic and alkaline portions. “Rain” is the alkaline portion of process. A more 
detailed explanation is below. Electrolysis refers to the breakdown of the water by passing an electric 
current through it. This is accomplished by using a pair of oppositely-charged electrodes.
Positive ions that find themselves close to the negative electrode will acquire electrons, and negative ions 
near the positive electrode will lose electrons. In the case of pure water, the reaction can be written as

At the negative electrode: 2 H+ + 2e-    H2

... but since the H+ ions come from water, the overall reaction is

2 H2O + 2e–    H2 + 2 OH–

at the positive electrode: 4 OH–    4e– + 2 H2O + 2 O2

... but since the OH– ions come from water, the overall reaction is

2 H2O    4e- + O2 + 4H+

Note that the consumption of H+ ions at the negative electrode leaves an excess of OH– ions in the 
vicinity of this electrode, making the water in this region alkaline. Similarly, the consumption of 
OH– ions at the positive electrode makes the water near this electrode acidic. “Rain” is the outcome 
of this electrical process.

UV Light Filters: UV Light is a safe and effective way to eliminate water born pathogens and main-
tain a fresh and sterile final product. Rain undergoes UV light filtration twice. Once after remineral-
ization and prior to electrolysis and again right before bottling in conjunc-
tion with ozone.

Ozone Filtration: Ozone is quickly becoming a bottled water industry 
standard. ForeverGreen applies ozone to the final water immediately 
before bottling. Ozone is just like oxygen, except it has an extra oxygen 
atom. When organics come in contact with the extra atom, the extra 
atom of oxygen destroys it on contact by a process known as oxidation. 
Through that process, the extra atom is lost, meaning there is no odor, 
and no extra atom, just normal oxygen. Ozone is another safe and effec-
tive method to guarantee “Rain”’s purity.
